I. CDDO Updates:

· 
January Affiliate Report Overview

· 1060 individuals receiving services (823 adults, 237 children) in Shawnee County.

· There were 2 individuals determined eligible; 1 determined ineligible; 3 ported funds in and 2 that ported funds out of Shawnee County.

· There were 5 crisis requests reviewed by the funding committee; 2 approved; 1 denied and 2 pending.
· 25 individuals have been crisis approved during FY2013.
· There are 52 individuals who have not chosen a case manager; 31 Medicaid eligible and 21 Non-Medicaid eligible. 

· Individuals changing service providers included: 8- day services (includes multiple providers);  5- residential services;  0 - case management; and

2- FMS Provider.

· There were 272 POC’s reviewed for the month. Of the POCs reviewed for in home supports, 43% was over allocation and 57% at allocation.
· Reminder to ALL affiliated providers in Shawnee County: CDDO’s are responsible for hosting a location for the KDADS/CDDO/Stakeholder business meetings.  Shawnee County affiliates may attend meetings held at the DCF Learning Center.  For upcoming meetings, please email Ramona to attend in person or by conference call at TARC so she can monitor seating availability.  
· Highlights: KDADS/CDDO/Stakeholder business meeting.
· If you have individuals who private pay for services, they no longer are required to have a BASIS completed. The rate of pay is between the provider and the individual receiving the services. The BASIS will be conducted if requested by the provider.  
· The Statewide Funding Committee data for January shows the DD service system as $4.1 million overspent and of that $2 million was contract exceptions. Per the contract, the state of Kansas will cover costs for the identified contract exceptions (DCF custody, TBI, TA and Autism waivers). The DD system starts the fiscal year at a loss when the funds for contract exceptions have not been allocated. The system as a whole is balancing for persons entering the system due to crisis vs. those exiting services. This is good when considering it is a $325 million budget (statewide). It was also mentioned that $900,000.  of the remaining waiting list funds allocated by the legislatures may be used for the shortfall. The state anticipated 100 people accessing services with waiting list funds and there will be 118 people accessing services.
· Susan Fount and Brian Bolen, KDADS staff, have resigned. 

· It was mentioned that TARC case management made a request for additional TCM units but have not received approval.  This is a concern since Brian was the KDADS staff for approving the additional TCM units.  It was stated that it is not known by the CDDO if other TCM agencies in Shawnee County have submitted a request for additional units.

· The KanCare pilot applications have been posted on the KDADS website and the pilot is to be implemented on March 1. The beneficiary member must voluntarily participate for the provider of service to participate.  The DD case manager and CDDO will then be automatically included. The pilot advisory committee membership is written on the email forwarded.  The pilot is to help DD providers acclimate to the MCO system before full implementation; help persons served, parents and guardians to learn more about the process and managed care system; help the MCOs to gain a deeper understanding of the DD system; illustrate how DD services will be integrated with other Medicaid services in the KanCare program.  The advisory group is strongly recommending that the pilot demonstrate a process for claims reimbursement in a timely and accurate manner. It is not known how the POC and Extraordinary Funding approval will be implemented.  The role of the CDDO and MCO will need defined and how it will work in tandem; develop systems that increase employment, increase the numbers of providers that are successfully supporting individuals with challenging behaviors by providing more training and to increase collaboration with the mental health centers.
· It was asked if Ramona knew who was interested in volunteering for the pilot program. She stated a couple of people have indicated their agency would apply.
· It was asked who the provider works with if they were interested. Ramona stated it is the MCO the person is assigned.

· It was asked what was known about house bill 2029 to permanently carve out I/DD waiver services. It was mentioned people should get on www.invisiblekansans.com website and post comments.  This is one of the few places that it is actually tracked by area code. InterHab also has a survey monkey.
· It was stated that in January there were reimbursement issues for DD targeted case management and DDP assessments which is now resolved.  
· It was also stated that there are problems with getting information from the MCOs because they will indicate an authorization is needed to talk with the case manager or provider of service.  
· Ramona stated that everyone is to have a health assessment done by their MCO.  During the stakeholder meeting, it was requested the MCO representative contact the case manager and/or provider to be involved during the health assessment interview.
· There are concerns about Plan of Care approvals. At this time, there are no changes to the DD systems current approval process.

· Liz Phelps, KDHE, is overseeing the transition to KanCare and Kim Brown, KDHE, is scheduled to speak at the next stakeholder meeting on May 16. Kim has been asked to review the process for Medicaid beneficiary’s assigned MCO care coordinators.

· The CDDOs have asked that if there are any APS changes to let the CDDOs know. It appears the process for ANE reports being substantiated have changed.

· There was discussion regarding Third Party Liability.  If the insurance company requests case notes from case managers or BASIS screeners, they are to be provided.  The TPL forms are to be completed annually. Ramona stated that she has not received information regarding a blanket denial for BC/BS out-of-state insurance companies.
· The DD Partners and Policy class is accepting applications. The website was previously shared.

· Greg is working on coordinating with MCOs to attend the Challenging Behavior and Employment First workgroups.

· The contract dates have been scheduled for May 21, 22 and 23.

· BCI Updates: MCO has been added to the POC, drop down box, and in basic information on the BCI.

· There was some discussion regarding the Affordable Healthcare Act and how that will affect providers. Is the state going to consider a rate increase to help cover this? An employee handbook came out a week ago. It was requested that Ramona ask this topic be added to the next stakeholder meeting agenda. 
· Ramona forwarded the KU Research information gathered from the Town Hall meetings regarding health care.  The document identifies what was currently working and what areas could be improved.

· There was discussion on people losing their medical cards and food stamps and how difficult it is to talk to someone at the Regional office. Case managers also brought this up and KDADS is aware of this issue.

· There was some discussion on getting PCSPs done in a timely manner and also about payees not making sure that persons bank account remain under $2,000. The issue is that once it is over that amount they lose their Medicaid benefits and providers are not able to bill for the waiver services provided. Ramona stated that she would check with the Social Security office regarding payee responsibilities.
